A. Overview

During the period of January 1, 2023 through January 31, 2023 the Enforcement Division
received 69 complaints, opened 0 for investigation, and rejected 30. Enforcement Division
received 89 referrals during this time. The Enforcement Division closed a total of 66 cases
including:

e 43 warning letters — advertisement violation (2), campaign violations (28), and statement
of economic interests violations (13);

e 4 no action closure letters: PREP completed — statement of economic interests violations

e 6 no action closure letters alleging — advertisement violations (2), campaign violation (1),
conflict of interest violation (1), and statement of economic interests violations (2);

e 9 approved stipulations from the January Commission meeting; and
e 4 closed as duplicates.

The Division had 1,415 cases in various stages of resolution at the time of the January
Monthly Report and currently has approximately 1,449 cases in various stages of resolution,
including the 13 cases before the Commission as listed in the February Agenda.

B. Annual Statistics

On the next page, you will find a chart that details the annual statistics for enforcement
complaints, referrals and cases. This chart includes the data from 2021, in which the Enforcement
Division had a 16% increase in Streamline Penalties compared to 2020 after the Commission
updated the Streamline Program regulations with the goal of making the Streamline Program more
inclusive. The information in the chart has been gathered from public reports, information from
the defunct and inactive database, and data that has been converted into current form, so the
numbers are close estimates in some instances.

E. Unexecuted Streamline Stipulations

Streamline penalty stipulations are approved by the Chief of Enforcement and reported to the
Commission for discussion only before they are executed. The following streamline
stipulations are presented for that purpose. After the close of the hearing, the Chief of
Enforcement may execute all or any of the streamline penalty stipulations, at the Chief’s
discretion per Regulation 18360.2.

Since the last Monthly Report, the Enforcement Chief has not used discretion to increase the
penalties for Tier Two advertising violations resulting in public confusion, under Regulation
18360.3(d)(7)(B)(1)(b), or to increase the penalties for Tier Two violations involving the same
candidate, committee, or principal officer who has paid a Tier One penalty to the Commission
or received a Warning Letter from the Commission for the same type of violation occurring
within the last five years, based on the resulting public harm.

The Enforcement Chief used discretion under Regulation 18360.2 to exclude violations in the
following streamline cases presented with this report: In the Matter of Lynne Boone for Compton
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City Clerk 2021, Lynne Boone, and Jasper Jackson; FPPC No. 2021-00619 [The Committee
raised and spent less than $10,000]; In the Matter of Dena Florez for Bassett USD School Board
2020, Dena Florez, and Victoria Florez; FPPC No. 2021-00230 [Lack of experience or
knowledge of the Act’s requirements caused multiple violations with minimal public harm that
were corrected upon contact, and the committee raised and spent less than $10,000]; and In the
Matter of Committee to Elect Diana Leon Gitz, Diana Leon Gitz, and Jonathan Sabater; FPPC
No. 2023-00034 [Lack of experience or knowledge of the Act’s requirements caused multiple
violations with minimal public harm that were corrected upon contact, and the committee raised
and spent less than $10,000].

Campaign Late Reporter

In the Matter of Montanez for WMWD Director, Division 5 2020, Eugene Montanez:
FPPC No. 20/908. Staff: David E. Castro, Commission Counsel. Montanez for WMWD
Director, Division 5, 2020 is a candidate-controlled committee for Eugene Montanez. The
Committee and Montanez failed to include the required disclosures on a text message
advertisement, in violation of Government Code Section 84504.7 (1 count), and failed to timely
report the value of the text messaging campaign, in violation of Government Code Section 84211
(1 count). Total Penalty: $223 (Tier One).

In the Matter of Committee to Elect Keith Wolaridge for PBYUSD Trustee 2018, Keith
Wolaridge and Joanne Wolaridge; FPPC No. 18/964. Staff: Marissa Nash, Commission
Counsel. Keith Wolaridge was a successful candidate for the Panama Buena Vista School
District in the November 6, 2018 General Election. Committee to Elect Keith Wolaridge for
PBVUSD Trustee 2018 was Wolaridge’s candidate-controlled committee and Joanne Wolaridge
served as the Committee’s treasurer. The Committee, Keith Wolaridge and Joanne Wolaridge
failed to timely report $1,044 in expenditures on the semi-annual campaign statement covering
the period of October 21, 2018 through December 31, 2018, in violation of Government Code
Section 84211 (1 count) and failed to timely report $462 in expenditures on the semi-annual
campaign statement covering the period of January 1, 2019 through June 30, 2019, in violation
of Government Code Section 84211 (1 count). Total Penalty: $214 (Tier One).

Campaign Late Filer

In the Matter of Salinas Valley Builders Exchange PAC, Christie Cromeenes, Cliff
Fasnacht; FPPC No. 19/518. Staff: Alex Rose, Commission Counsel. Salinas Valley Builders
Exchange PAC is a local general purpose committee. Christie Cromeenes was the Committee’s
treasurer until Fasnacht, the current treasurer, assumed the role. The Committee, Cromeenes, and
Fasnacht failed to timely file seven semi-annual campaign statements, in violation of
Government Code Section 84200 (7 counts); a pre-election campaign statement, in violation of
Government Code Section 84200.5 (1 count); a statement of organization amendment, in
violation of Government Code Section 84103 (1 count); and two 24-hour reports, in violation of
Government Code Section 84203 (2 counts). Total Penalty: $2,820 (Tiers One & Two).

FPPC No. 20/1136. Staff: Christopher Burton, Acting Chief of Enforcement and Tara Stock,
Intake Manager. Asian Pacific Islander Democrats of Sacramento County is a local general
purpose committee. Linh Nguyen is the Committee’s treasurer. The Committee and Nguyen
failed to timely file a semi-annual campaign statement, in violation of Government Code Section
84200 (1 count). Total Penalty: $402 (Tier One).

In the Matter of Strikwerda for Yucaipa Calimesa School Board-2022, and Heidi
Strikwerda; FPPC No. 22/995. Staff: Christopher Burton, Acting Chief of Enforcement and
Vanessa Greer, Staff Services Analyst. Heidi Strikwerda was an unsuccessful candidate for

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II. AUDITS AND ASSISTANCE DIVISION

STAFF: SHRDHA SHAH, CHIEF

Audits are conducted per Government Code sections 90000 - 90008 of the Political Reform Act (the Act). The Act
requires full disclosure of receipts and expenditures of candidates and committees and disclosure of the finances of
lobbyists. The purpose of the audits is to determine the level of compliance of the auditees with the Act. The opinions
expressed in the audit report reflect the level of compliance with the Act. The FPPC is not responsible for the
contents of the candidate’s documents. Audit reports are then submitted to the Enforcement Division for further
review.

A. Overview
The audit reports prepared by the FPPC summarize findings with respect to the filer’s conformity
with the disclosure and recordkeeping requirements of the Political Reform Act. Copies of audit

reports are always sent to the auditees and those included in the audit report (such as the prior
treasurer, current treasurer and/or their representatives). These reports are public documents.

B. Current Period Updates
During the period of January 1, 2023, through January 31, 2023, the Audits and Assistance

Division adopted 1 audit report with findings. Currently the team has 25 audits in progress at
various stages, including fieldwork, post-fieldwork, and quality review.

Details of the audit report adopted during the period are as follows:

e Marc Steinorth for Supervisor 2018 (ID #1403646)

Findings noted:

1. Form 410 Statement of Organization did not include the name of the financial institution
where the Committee maintained the campaign bank account and the account number.

2. Five Form 460 Campaign Disclosure Statements were not filed for the reporting periods
covering from July 1, 2018 through December 31, 2019.

3. Contributions received from seven contributors as reported on the filed campaign
statements exceeded the contribution limit by $240,053.

4. Contributions received from the Assembly 2018 Committee and Assembly 2016
Committee were attributed on the filed campaign statements, funds were attributed to
nonmonetary contributions totaling $180,188 when they had no monetary value.

5. For the funds transferred with attribution from the Assembly 2018 Committee to the
Marc Steinorth for Supervisor 2018 committee, attribution was not reported for 62
contributors for contributions totaling $106,902.
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. For the funds transferred with attribution from the Assembly 2016 Committee to the
Marc Steinorth for Supervisor 2018 committee, attribution was not reported for 102
contributors for contributions totaling $148,225.

On March 15, 2018, $94,869 was transferred with attribution from the Assembly 2018
Committee to the Marc Steinorth for Supervisor 2018 committee, this was $8,673 in
excess of the funds available to transfer. In calculating the funds available to transfer, the
debt of the Assembly 2018 Committee was not included.

On March 15, 2018, $177,000 was transferred with attribution from the Assembly 2016
Committee to the Marc Steinorth for Supervisor 2018 committee, this was $39,597 in
excess of the funds available to transfer. In calculating the funds available to transfer, the
debt of the Assembly 2016 Committee was not included.

On December 18, 2019, the Committee voided outstanding checks of the campaign bank
account totaling $17,129.72. On December 18, 2019, the balance in the campaign bank
account totaling $21,987.09 was transferred to the Lysa Ray Campaign Services account.
The voided outstanding checks and the transfer of campaign funds to the Lysa Ray
Campaign Services account were not reported.

I. Probable Cause Proceedings

Probable cause proceedings are conducted per Government Code section 83115.5. A finding of
probable cause does not constitute a finding a violation occurred. Respondents are presumed
innocent of any violation of the Act unless a violation is proven in a subsequent proceeding.

In the Matter of Katrina Foley, Case No. 18/1091. On January 24, 2023, probable cause was
found, after a probable cause conference on January 17, 2023, that Respondent committed the
following violations of the Act:

Count 1: Failure to Accurately Report Gift on SEI

Foley failed to accurately report the value of a gift received on September 17, 2017
valued at $760 on a 2017 Annual SEI, in violation of Government Code Section 87207.

Count 2: Failure to Timely Report Gift on SEI

Foley failed to timely report a gift received on December 31, 2017 valued at $802 on a
2017 Annual SEI, in violation of Government Code Section 87207.

Count 3: Accepting a Gift Over the Limit

On September 17, 2017, Foley accepted a gift from the Chargers valued at $760,
exceeding the applicable gift limit by $290, in violation of Government Code Section 89503.

Count 4: Accepting a Gift Over the Limit

On December 31, 2017, Foley accepted a gift from the Chargers valued at $802,

exceeding the applicable gift limit by $802, in violation of Government Code Section 89503.
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In the Matter of Sarabjit Bhullar, Case No. 2019-00863. On January 20, 2023, probable cause
was found, on the papers, that Respondent committed the following violations of the Act:

Count 1: Failure to Timely File a 2018 Annual SEI

Bhullar failed to timely file their 2018 Annual SEI by the April 2, 2019 due date, in
violation of Government Code Section 87300.

Count 2: Failure to Timely File a 2020 Annual SEI

Bhullar failed to timely file their 2020 Annual SEI by the April 1, 2021 due date, in

violation of Government Code Section 87300.
