State Commi! ees 

State commi! ees must fi le a Form 497 in the following 

situa" ons: 

• Contribu" ons that total in the aggregate  $1,000 

or more within the 90-day elec" on cycle that are 

either:

 –  made to a state candidate, offi  ceholder or ballot 

measure commi! ee; or

 –  received by a state candidate, offi  ceholder or 

ballot measure. 

• Contribu" ons that total in the aggregate $1,000 or 

more received by a commi! ee primarily formed 

to support or oppose a state candidate(s) or 

measure(s) within the 90 day elec" on cycle.  

• Contribu" ons that total in the aggregate $1,000 or 

more made to and received by a state or county 

poli" cal party commi! ee within 90 days before any 

state elec" on. 

• Contribu" ons that total in the aggregate $1,000 or 

more made to a candidate in a CalPERS or CalSTRS 

elec" on 90 days before an elec" on.

• Contribu" ons made by a recipient commi! ee that 

total $5,000 or more to support or oppose a single 

state ballot measure. 

 –  Required of State E-fi lers only

 –  Complete Part 1 and 2 of this form

 –  Not required when a primarily formed ballot 

measure commi! ee makes a contribu" on to 

another primarily formed commi! ee formed for 

the same measure or another measure on the 

same ballot. (Refer to FPPC Reg. 18466.)  

• A single contribu" on received by a state candidate’s 

commi! ee or a state primarily formed ballot 

measure commi! ee of $5,000 or more from a 

single contributor at any " me other than during a 

90-day elec" on cycle.

State commi! ees fi le this form with the Secretary 

of State.  No paper copies of this report are required, 

and no copies are required to be fi led with other fi ling 

offi  cers.  

Local Commi! ees

Local commi! ees must fi le a Form 497 in the following 

situa" ons: 

• Contribu" ons that total in the aggregate  $1,000 or 

more within the 90-days before an elec" on that are 

either:

 – made to a local candidate or ballot measure 

commi! ee; or

 – received by a local candidate or ballot measure 

commi! ee.

• Contribu" ons that total in the aggregate $1,000 

or more made to commi! ees primarily formed 

to support or oppose a local candidate(s) or 

measure(s). A measure includes certain LAFCO 

proceedings 90 days before an elec" on. 

• Contribu" ons that total in the aggregate $1,000 

or more made to a state or county poli" cal party 

commi! ee 90 days prior to any state elec" on.  

• Contribu" ons that total in the aggregate $1,000 

or more are made to a candidate in a CalPERS or 

CalSTRS elec" on 90 days before an elec" on. 

File Form 497 at the same loca" ons you regularly 

fi le campaign statements. Regular mail may not be 

used. The Form 497 must be fi led by fax, guaranteed 

overnight delivery service, or personal delivery.  Some 

jurisdic" ons require electronic submissions.  Check 

with your local elec" ons offi  ce.

Filing Deadlines:

24-hour Deadline

The Form 497 is due within 24 hours of receiving or 

making contribu� ons of $1,000 or more.

 

Excep� ons:

• Reports due on a weekend or state holiday, 

other than the weekend before an elec� on, are 

extended to the next business day. 

• Those who receive a late non-monetary or in-

kind contribu� on must fi le Form 497 within 48 

hours of the date the contribu� on was received.

10 Business Day Deadline

• A recipient commi" ee that makes contribu� ons 

totaling $5,000 or more to support or oppose 

a single state ballot measure must fi le Form 

497 within 10 business days.  If all required 

informa� on is reported on a 90-day elec� on 

report, this 10 business day report is not 

required.

• If any of a state candidate’s commi" ees or 

a state primarily formed ballot measure 

commi" ee receives a contribu� on of $5,000 

or more from a single contributor at any � me 

other than during a 90-day elec� on cycle, a 

Form 497 must be fi led within 10 business days.

Fast Facts:

Refer to the FPPC fi ling schedule for deadlines, and the 

local jurisdic� on’s fi ling schedule, where applicable.

Contribu� ons that must be reported include 

monetary and non-monetary contribu� ons, a loan, 

or any combina� on of monetary and non-monetary 

contribu� ons and loans, including contribu� ons or 

loans from a candidate’s personal funds to his or 

her campaign and contribu� ons to a legal defense 

commi" ee.  

The donor of a non-monetary contribu� on must no� fy 

the recipient of the contribu� on’s value within 24 

hours of the date the contribu� on was made.  

Contribu� ons of $5,000 or more received from a non-

recipient commi" ee require a major donor no� fi ca� on 

to be sent to the donor. 

The $1,000 reports are required for contribu� ons 

that total in the aggregate $1,000 during the 90-day 

elec� on cycle.  For example, during the 90 day period 

before an elec� on, a Form 497 is required if a single 

source made two $500 contribu� ons to the same 

candidate.     

The $5,000 reports are required only if a single 

contribu� on of $5,000 or more is made. It is not 

cumulated with other contribu� ons from the same 

source.  

Form 497 is not required when a transfer is made 

between two campaign for elec� ve offi  ce commi" ees 

controlled by the same candidate.

How to Complete 

Report Number: A unique iden� fying number to each 

Form 497 is required and amendments to a report 

must clearly iden� fy the original report and the reason 

for the amendment.  

Date of Elec� on: If the contribu� on was made to a city 

or county commi" ee, you must enter the date of the 

elec� on.

Contribu� ons Received:

Complete Part 1.

Contribu� ons Made:

Complete Part 2.

State Ballot Measure Contribu� on Reports:

Complete Parts 1 and 2. In Part 1, report all 

contribu� ons of $100 or more received since the 

closing date of the last campaign statement (Form 450 

or 460) fi led. 

Contribu� ons listed on this form must also be reported 

on the next regular campaign statement (Form 450 or 

460).
