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Adopt 2 Cal. Code Regs. Section 18104 as follows:

18104. Secure Electronic Signatures

(a) Except as otherwise provided by law, all original reports, statements, forms, and other

documents under the Act may be submitted either:

(1) In paper format with the filer’s handwritten signature; or

(2) In electronic or online format with the filer’s secure electronic signature if permitted

by the filing officer.

(b) A “‘secure electronic signature” means an electronic signature, as defined in

subdivision (h) of Section 1633.2 of the California Civil Code, that:

(1) Is submitted through an electronic filing system certified by the Commission or

Secretary of State; or

(2) If a certified electronic filing system is not available, is submitted via the official’s

agency email address and conforms to the definition and attributes of a “digital signature” as set

forth in Section 16.5, specifically it is:

(A) Unique to the person using it;

(B) Capable of verification;

(C) Under the sole control of the person using it;

(D) Linked to data in such a manner that if the data are changed, the digital signature is

invalidated; and

(E) Conforming with Title 2, Division 7, Chapter 10 of the California Code of

Regulations, as applicable.
